CURB SIDE LEAF COLLECTION REPORT - This fall the
Public Works crew worked hard to get all of the
leaves picked up throughout the community. The
numbers were up a little from last year.....south of
Broadway Avenue resulted in 28 loads or 504 cubic
yards of materials being collected. North of
Broadway had 36 loads or 648 cubic yards
collected. This material is taken to the City’'s
compost site where it is put into rows and
occasionally turned with a compost turner and left
to break down. When the composting process is
completed, the materials are brought back to the
brush drop off site on North Swift Street for
residents to use at no charge.

TREE PRUNING - During the upcoming months, the
City will be pruning boulevard trees south of
Broadway Avenue. This is done for vehicle and
pedestrian safety, and to maintain a healthy urban
forest. The City Code requires boulevard trees to
be pruned to a minimum height of 8 feet above
sidewalks and 14 feet above the street.

DRINKING WATER FLUORIDE LEVELS - Last year the
U.S. Department of Health & Human Services
(HHS) proposed an adjustment to the
recommended optimal fluoride level in drinking
water for dental health. The proposed
recommendation was a single national fluoride level
of 0.7 parts per million (ppm) for community public
water supplies. If approved, this would replace an
optimal fluoride range of 0.7 to 1.2 ppm, which was
used by the State of Minnesota when it developed
its fluoridation laws.

To promote public health through the prevention
of tooth decay, Minnesota currently requires
municipal water supplies to maintain an average
distribution system fluoride concentration of 1.2
ppm while remaining between 0.9 ppm and 1.5
ppm. That requirement remains in effect. The
newly proposed HHS optimal level of 0.7 ppm was
subject to a 30-day public comment period with a
final recommendation expected at the beginning of
2013. Once the HHS recommendations are
finalized, MDH will investigate changes in policies
and/or laws that will continue to promote and
protect the dental health of all Minnesotans.

The City of Saint Peter currently treats its water by
adding fluoride to ground water sources where a
level of 1.0 ppm is maintained which keeps the City
in compliance with MDH standards. This level of
treatment meets state and federal guidelines.
